5 ADVENTURE DESTINATIONS OF INDIA

In recent years, India has emerged as one of the world's most popular adventure travel destinations. One of the main reasons for this is the
wide variety of exciting activities including safaris, trekking, hiking, mountain biking, scuba diving, camel rides, etc that one can enjoy in
this country. Most people looking for adventure travel destinations in India head to the far north mountains and the pristine beaches of Goa.
Here are five best places to unleash your adventurous side.

Spiti Valley, Himachal Pradesh : The picturesque Spiti Valley, located in Himachal Pradesh, is often sworn as “a world
e ! within a world”. Located at around 12,500 feet above sea level, it consists of stark high-altitude alpine terrain. The Valley
. is scattered with small villages and monasteries and enclosed by soaring peaks crowned with snow. Possible adventure
activities include trekking, yak safaris, wildlife gazing, mountain biking, and white water rafting. The ideal time to visit Spiti
is from May to October. There are two routes leading to Spiti: one from Manali and the other from Shimla. The distance

from Manali to Spiti is a little over 200 Kms and can be reached in 8-12 hours, depending on your mode of travel.

SPITI VALLEY

Goa : Goa offers the best options to those with an adrenaline rush. Consider just about every type of adventure activity
imaginable and you get it here, including water sports, go-carting, scuba diving and snorkeling, hiking, fishing and
dolphin (and crocodile!) sightseeing trips. The Goa Hiking Association organises a major trekking program in October
each year. The Goa Branch of the Youth Hostel Association of India also runs 9 day National Trekking Expedition in Goa
every December. Flyboard, a comparatively new watersport in India, is made available at Baina Beach of Goa. The sport
mostly enjoyed by youngsters is done on a jet ski that seems to be attached by a hose that pumps water to send it as
high as 15 meters in the air, enabling the rider to make dolphin-like maneuvers and dive underwater from a great height. GoA
As it allows swirling, flipping and rising high in the water, fly board is indeed a great way to have fun.
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Roopkund Trek, Uttarakhand : Roopkund is a famous glacial lake. Also known as the ‘Mystery Lake’, it is famous for its
archeological sightings since more than five hundred skeletons of early humans belonging to Palaeolithic Age have been
excavated here. Resting at an altitude of 4800 meters, Roopkund, located in the Chamoli district of Garhwal, in the lap of
Trishul massif, is one of the best trekking sites. It is closer to the hill stations like Nainital and Kathgodam and is one of the
major adventure destinations for the adventure tourists across the world. One of the most common routes taken by
.. travellers and adventurers is through Lohajung up to where you can travel by road. Trekking begins after this point. If the
D weather is not foggy, one can easily see Bedni Bugyal and Trishul. However, it should be kept in mind that the weather is
generally hostile throughout the year and travellers need to take adequate protection for these conditions.

ROOPKUN

Rajasthan: Fancy experiencing India on camel back or in a hot air balloon? Both are possible in the Desert State of
Rajasthan. Excellent desert camel safaris are offered in and around Jaisalmer and Bikaner. Alternatively, it's possible to
go hot air ballooning in India around Jaipur, Pushkar and Ranthambore National Park. And, don't think you need water
to go parasailing! Jeep-pulled parasailing now takes place in the Thar Desert around Jaisalmer. You can also go zip-lining
with Mehrangarh Fort as the backdrop in Jodhpur or over the 15th century Neemrana Fort Palace near Delhi. In addition to
the Himalayas or the Ghats, the hilly areas of Rajasthan also provide the opportunity of trekking. The Mewar belt along
with Udaipur-Kumbahlgarh-Chittorgarh or the Sariska-Alwar-Amer belt or the area around Mount Abu is ideal for those
who swear by trekking.

RAJASTHAN

Leh and Ladakh: Undoubtedly one of the best adventure destinations in India, Leh is the most common entry point to
India's far northern region of Ladakh. This remote place has become a popular tourist destination since Ladakh was
opened to foreigners in 1974. It offers view of two of the world’s largest mountain ranges, alpine desert and dry barren
landscape against the backdrop of Buddhist Monasteries. Nature and adventure lovers will find excellent hiking and
trekking opportunities around Leh. There are also many longer trekking trails to choose from like Spituk to Marka Valley,
Zanskar River Trek, etc as well as white water rafting along the Zanskar and Indus river. Motorists would simply love to
travel on Khardung La, the world's highest motorable road. It is also possible to ride Bactrian camels in the Nubra Valley.

DOLLAR INDUSTRIES LTD. RECORDS OUTSTANDING GROWTH Chairman
FOR THE FY 2016 -17

Dollar Industries Limited registered a total revenue of Rs
906 cr. for the FY 2016-17 as against Rs. 830 cr. during the
previous year (FY 2015-16), as per the Audited Financial
Result; recording a revenue growth of 9.15%. Revenue for
Q4-2017 was Rs. 282 cr. as against Rs. 229 for Q4-2016 :
a growth of 23.24% over the previous corresponding
period.

Profit After Tax (PAT) grew by 64.95% to Rs. 43.47 cr.
Earnings Before Interest, Taxes, Depreciation and Amortization
(EBIDTA) also witnessed a growth of 36.74% standing at
Rs.101.19 cr. The export revenue of the Company stood
at Rs. 75.93 cr.
